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Resumen:

Los pontifices Juan Pablo II y Francisco visitaron Ecuador en 1985 y 2015,
respectivamente. La importancia de su presencia en el pais ha sido valorada por la
influencia de la iglesia en la vida politica y social, es por ello que el presente trabajo de
investigacion busca analizar los discursos pronunciados durante su estadia en el pais. Se
nicia con una contextualizacion socio politica a partir de la revision de titulares de
prensa escrita publicados durante los dias de las visitas. Luego se analizan los 24
discursos pronunciados por los pontifices a partir de la clasificacion de desafios de
liderazgo planteados por Williams. Basandose en referencias biblicas, en el magisterio
eclesial y el propio tienen posturas tematicas comunes como la tamilia, el trabajo, la
cultura tratando de confirmar en el publico las ensefianzas de la Iglesia. Hay referencias
al pais, pero no necesariamente al contexto socio politico del momento.
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Abstract

Popes John Paul II and Francisco visited Ecuador in 1985 and 2015, respectively. The
importance of their presence in the country has been valued by the influence of the
church 1n political and social life. This research seeks to analyze the speeches made
during their stay in the country. The study begins with a socio-political
contextualization based on the review of press headlines published during the days of
the visits. Then, the 24 speeches delivered by the pontiffs were analyzed based on the
classification of leadership challenges proposed by Williams. Based on biblical
references, the ecclesial doctrine and their own believes, the messages have common
thematic positions such as family, work, culture, trying to confirm the teachings of the
Church in the public. There are references to the country but not necessarily to the
socio-political context of the moment.
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
