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RESUMEN

La educacion inclusiva representa la forma de reconocer las diferencias a partir de
una mirada justa y equitativa. Este estudio tuvo como objetivo conocer la percepcion de
la comunidad educativa CEBCI sobre la inclusioén educativa de nifios con Discapacidad
Intelectual. La metodologia de corte cualitativo-interpretativo con alcance descriptivo,
utiliz6 la técnica del grupo focal dirigida a docentes, padres de familia y estudiantes de
Educacion Basica. Se plantearon subcategorias que permitieron analizar las percepciones
sobre: inclusion, abordaje en el aula, acceso y participacion, expectativas. Los resultados
mostraron que los participantes perciben a la discapacidad intelectual como una
enfermedad, con ideas que implicitamente generan segregacion, sin embargo, en su
discurso consideran que deben estar dentro de las aulas de clase. Se puede concluir que
quienes conforman el sistema educativo aun tienen concepciones sesgadas y excluyentes.
Se sugiere generar procesos de formacion y transformacion sobre aquello que dicen
llamar inclusion.
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ABSTRACT

Inclusive education represents a way of recognizing differences from a fair and
equitable point of view. The objective of this study was to know the perception of the
CEBCI educational community on the educational inclusion of children with Intellectual
Disabilities. The qualitative-interpretative methodology with descriptive scope, used the
focus group technique directed to teachers, parents and students of Basic Education.
Subcategories were proposed to analyze perceptions on: inclusion, approach in the
classroom, access and participation, and expectations. The results showed that the
participants perceive intellectual disability as a disease, with ideas that implicitly generate
segregation, however, in their discourse they consider that they should be in the
classroom. It can be concluded that those who make up the educational system still have
biased and excluding conceptions. It is suggested to generate training and transformation
processes on what they call inclusion.
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
