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RESUMEN

La migracion ecuatoriana hacia la Unién Europea (UE) ha crecido exponencialmente,
multiplicandose casi 49 veces entre 1990-2020, transformando las estructuras familiares
en Ecuador y aportando a economias europeas, aungue con desafios de integracion. Esta
investigacion busca determinar los factores que promueven este fenomeno durante el
periodo 2010-2022, implementando un modelo gravitacional de datos de panel estatico
con efectos aleatorios. El estudio incluyd cinco paises inicialmente (Espafia, Italia,
Alemania, Francia y Paises Bajos), amplidndose posteriormente a diez paises. Se
estimaron modelos con transformaciones logaritmicas y correcciones econométricas
como errores estandar Driscoll-Kraay para garantizar inferencias estadisticas robustas.
Los resultados revelan que el PIB per céapita del pais de destino y de Ecuador influyen
positivamente en la emigracion, mientras que la distancia geografica la reduce. Factores
como el idioma comun y la tasa de natalidad en el destino favorecen los flujos
migratorios, mientras que un mayor nivel educativo en Ecuador disminuye la migracion.
En contraste, variables como tasa de desempleo, Gini, inseguridad, IDH, estabilidad
politica y relacion colonial no mostraron significancia estadistica. Se concluye que los
patrones migratorios ecuatorianos hacia la UE responden tanto a factores econdémicos
como a variables culturales y sociodemograficas, impactando significativamente las

estructuras socioecondmicas en origen y destino.
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ABSTRACT

Ecuadorian migration to the European Union (EU) has grown exponentially, increasing
nearly 49 times between 1990 and 2020. This phenomenon has transformed family
structures in Ecuador and contributed to European economies, albeit with integration
challenges. This research aims to determine the factors driving this migration between
2010 and 2022 by applying a static panel data gravity model with random effects. The
analysis initially included five countries (Spain, Italy, Germany, France, and the
Netherlands) and was later expanded to ten. The models were estimated using logarithmic

transformations and econometric corrections, such as Driscoll-Kraay standard errors, to
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ensure robust statistical inferences. The results indicate that GDP per capita in both the
destination country and Ecuador positively influences migration, while geographical
distance reduces it. Factors such as a common language and the birth rate in the
destination country foster migration flows, whereas higher education levels in Ecuador
decrease migration. In contrast, variables such as the unemployment rate, Gini index,
insecurity, Human Development Index (HDI), political stability, and colonial ties were
not statistically significant. The study concludes that Ecuadorian migration patterns to the
EU are driven by economic, cultural, and sociodemographic factors, significantly

impacting socioeconomic structures in both origin and destination countries.
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
