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Resumen

Introduccion: El trauma es una de las principales causas de muerte a nivel
mundial. La mayoria de los estudiantes de medicina no se sienten preparados
para manejar el trauma. Las ligas de trauma ayudan a sustentar estas carencias.
Objetivo: Determinar el impacto de la Liga Académica de Trauma y
Emergencias (LATE) a nivel educacional en estudiantes de medicina en Cuenca,
Ecuador. Materiales y métodos: Estudio transversal de encuesta realizado a
113 estudiantes pertenecientes o no a LATE. Se evaluaron conceptos sobre
trauma, autopercepcion del desarrollo de destrezas, participacion en proyectos
de vinculacion e investigacion y su opinion sobre la liga en su formacién médica.
Se obtuvo frecuencias, porcentajes, razon de prevalencia y frecuencia de
palabras.

Resultados: En la evaluacién de conceptos, no existio diferencias estadisticas
entre los grupos. En el desarrollo de destrezas, los estudiantes no pertenecientes
a LATE mostraron una ventaja estadistica en la intubacién endotraqueal (RP
0.52 I1C 95% 0.32, 0.82, p=0.0036). En el resto de los items evaluados no existio
diferencias estadisticas. Sin embargo, ambos grupos opinan que es beneficioso
pertenecer a la liga y que esta es de gran ayuda en su preparacion como
médicos.

Conclusion: A pesar de que la evaluacién de conceptos, desarrollo de
destrezas, vinculacién e investigacion mostraron resultados similares en ambos
grupos, los estudiantes consideran que la liga es de gran utilidad en su

aprendizaje y su futuro como médicos y tiene un impacto positivo en ellos.

Abstract

Introduction: Trauma is one of the main causes of death worldwide. Most
medical students do not feel prepared to handle trauma with the content of the
university curriculum alone. Trauma leagues aim to help support these
shortcomings.

Objective: The objective of this research is to determine the impact of the
Academic League of Trauma and Emergencies (LATE) at the educational level
on medical students in Cuenca, Ecuador.

Materials and methods: A cross-sectional survey study was carried out with 113
medical students belonging or nor to LATE. Concepts about trauma, skKill
development (self-perception), participation in connection with society and
research projects, and students’ opinions about LATE and its utility on their
medical training were evaluated. Frequencies, percentages, prevalence ratio,
and word frequency were obtained.

Results: In the evaluation of concepts there were no statistical differences
between the groups. In the development of skills non-LATE students showed
statistical advantage in endotracheal intubation (RP 0.52 IC 95% 0.32, 0.82,
p=0.0036). In the rest of the evaluated items, there were no statistical differences.
Both groups believe that belonging to the league is beneficial and greatly aids in
their preparation as physicians.

Conclusion: Although the evaluation of concepts, skill development, connection
with society and research showed similar results in both groups, the students
consider that the league is very advantageous in their learning and it has a
positive impact in their future as medical doctors.
