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RESUMEN:

En los primeros afios de vida se siembran las bases del desarrollo humano, cada experiencia,
gesto y vinculo influye profundamente en el futuro del nifio. El desarrollo integral en la primera infancia
depende de la interaccion afectiva y educativa entre la familia y las educadoras, siendo esta alianza
esencial para potenciar las dimensiones cognitivas, emocionales y sociales. El objetivo del estudio fue
fortalecer el desarrollo integral de nifios de 1 a 3 afios mediante estrategias de colaboracion entre
educadoras y padres del Centro de Desarrollo Infantil (CDI) “Los Juguetones”. La investigacion
cualitativa y alcance descriptivo, se sustenté en el paradigma sociocritico y empled entrevistas y
talleres participativos con tres educadoras y doce familias. Los resultados demostraron una mejora
significativa en la comunicacion, el acompanamiento familiar y las practicas de estimulacién en el
hogar. Se concluye que la corresponsabilidad educativa consolida vinculos afectivos que promueven

aprendizajes significativos y bienestar infantil.

ABSTRACT:

In the early years of life, the foundations of human development are established; every
experience, gesture, and bond profoundly influences the child’s future. Comprehensive development in
early childhood depends on the affective and educational interaction between families and educators,
making this partnership essential to enhance cognitive, emotional, and social dimensions. The objective
of this study was to strengthen the comprehensive development of children aged 1 to 3 through
collaborative strategies between educators and parents at the Child Development Center (CDC) “Los
Juguetones.” This qualitative research, with a descriptive scope, was based on the sociocritical
paradigm and employed interviews and participatory workshops with three educators and twelve
families. The results demonstrated a significant improvement in communication, family involvement,
and stimulation practices at home. It is concluded that shared educational responsibility strengthens

affective bonds that promote meaningful learning and child well-being.
