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RESUMEN

El presente estudio tuvo como objetivo comparar los procesos de ensefianza y aprendizaje
de la escritura creativa en la Educacion General Basica en una institucion publica y una
privada de la ciudad de Cuenca, Ecuador. Se desarroll6 bajo un enfoque cualitativo con
disefio hermenéutico-fenomenologico, mediante andlisis documental del curriculo y
textos escolares, asi como entrevistas a docentes. Los resultados evidencian que la
escritura creativa, aunque reconocida en el curriculo, se configura como una practica
procedimental, regulada e intertextualmente dependiente. Asimismo, se identifico) una
limitada formacion docente especifica, lo que incide en practicas pedagogicas intuitivas
y poco sistematicas. Las diferencias entre contextos institucionales no resultan
significativas, predominando similitudes estructurales condicionadas por el curriculo
nacional. Se concluye que la escritura creativa se mantiene como actividad
complementaria, con escasa orientacion critica y transformadora.

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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to compare the teaching and learning processes of creative writing in
Basic General Education in one public and one private institution in the city of Cuenca,
Ecuador. The research was conducted under a qualitative approach with a hermeneutic-
phenomenological design, using documentary analysis of the curriculum and school
textbooks, as well as teacher interviews. The findings reveal that creative writing,
although recognized within the curriculum, is configured as a procedural, regulated, and
intertextually dependent practice. Furthermore, a limited level of specific teacher training
was identified, which influences the emergence of intuitive and weakly systematized
pedagogical practices. Differences between institutional contexts are not significant, with
structural similarities prevailing due to the constraints of the national curriculum. It is
concluded that creative writing remains a complementary activity, with limited critical
and transformative orientation.
