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RESUMEN

Este proyecto abordd el desconocimiento vy la limitada difusion del Kapak Raymi de Saraguro,
situacién que pone en riesgo la valoracidn de esta manifestacion cuttural ancestral. Para ello se apli-
caron estrategias de disefio editorial y etnografia visual, integrando recursos fotograficos, cromdticos
y elementos grédficos basados en la iconografia de la festividad. Como resultado, se disefid un
producto editorial fotografico compuesto por un libro y postales, capaz de comunicar de manera
visual y educativa los personajes y simbolismos del Kapak Raymi, promoviendo su visibilizacion y
fortaleciendo la identidad cultural.

ABSTRACT

This project addressed the lack of awareness and limited dissemination of the Kapak Raymi festival
of Saraguro, a situation that places the appreciation of this ancestral cultural manifestation at risk. To
address this issue, editorial design and visual ethnography strategies were applied, integrating pho-
tographic, chromatic, and graphic resources inspired by the iconography of the festival. As a result,
a photographic editorial product composed of a book and postcards was designed to visually and
educationally communicate the characters and symbolism of the Kapak Raymi, promoting its visibility
and strengthening cultural identity.
