Fast fashion generates serious environmental and social im-
pacts, while sustainable fashion, despite growing interest from
Generation Z, remains unaffordable, highlighting opportunities
for innovative clothing designs. This project applies modular
design principles, design for durability, pre-costing, on-demand
production, and just-in-time manufacturing, prioritizing local
and certified sustainable materials to optimize costs and pro-
cesses. As a result, a sustainable streetwear line has been deve-
loped for women aged 20 to 27 in Cuenca, offering affordable
prices that strengthen responsible alternatives to the current
fast-fashion model
