La displasia de cadera constituye un importante problema de salud en la poblacion pediatrica
debido a su alta prevalencia y las consecuencias que acarrea en la vida adulta al no ser
diagnosticada y tratada de manera oportuna.

asociados en la consulta externa del HHFPJC.
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ABSTRACT

Hip dysplasia is a significant health issue within the pediatric population due to its high
prevalence and its consequences in adulthood if it is not diagnosed and treated promptly.
Treatment for this condition is often carried out at home; therefore, parents play a fundamental
role. For this reason, a descriptive study was conducted to understand the concepts and

behaviors of mothers of children under four years of age diagnosed with hip dysplasia, as well
as associated factors, in the outpatient clinic of the HHFPJC.
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
